GRANT OF EASEMENT

This Grant of Easement (this “Grant”) is made this jj day of %M , 2010, by

The parties covenant and agree as follows:

1 Easement Property. The “Easement Property” shall mean the real property located in
the County of Douglas, State of Colorado, known as Tract Y in Highlands Ranch Filing No. 134-

A, which real property is owned by Grantor.

2, Consideration. Grantor makes this Grant as a gift without consideration other than the
keeping by Grantee of the covenants and agreements herein contained.

3 Grant of Easement. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee, its successors and assigns, a non-
exclusive easement (the “Easement”) over, across, and through the Easement Property to provide
ingress and egress to property known as Tract C-2 in Highlands Ranch Filing No. 134-A, 7

4, Obligation to Repair. In the event Grantee damages the Easement Property, Grantee shall
restore it near as reasonably possible to the condition that existed before Grantee’s activities.

5 Retained Rights of Grantor. Grantor reserves the right of ownership, use, and occupancy
of the Easement Property insofar as said ownership, use, and occupancy do not impair the rights
granted to Grantee in this Grant. Grantee’s rights hereunder are non-exclusive and Grantor shall
have full right and authority to grant other easements or rights to use the Easement Property as
will not impair Grantee’s rights under this Grant.

6. Abandonment. In the event that Grantee shall abandon the rights granted to it under this
Grant, all right, title, and title interest hereunder of Grantee shall cease and terminate, and
Grantor shall hold the Easement Property, as the same may then be, free from the rights of
Grantee so abandoned.

7 Binding Effect. This Grant shall extend to and be binding upon the successors and
assigns of the respective parties hereto. The terms, covenants, agreements, and conditions in this
Grant shall be construed as covenants running with the land.
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
