Resolution of the Board of Directors

Concerning Board Study Sessions

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors ("Board") of the Homeowners Association at
Highlands Ranch Golf Club, Inc. ("Association") values the transparent transaction of
Association business in compliance with Colorado laws and the Association's governing
documents; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to conduct efficient business meetings and to consider
fully the information that informs its decision making; and

WHEREAS, the use of Board study sessions permits Board members to review and
discuss information relevant to Board decisions.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Homeowners
Association at Highlands Ranch Golf Club, Inc., that the following procedures shall govern
Board study sessions:

1. The Board of Directors may hold study sessions on an as-needed basis to facilitate the
transaction of Association business at regular Board meetings.

2. Study sessions will not typically serve as meetings where the Board makes decisions
about Association business.

3. The Board members will give notice to the Board of study sessions in accordance with
Section 6.5 of the Association's Bylaws; provided, however, that any Board member may waive
his or her right to notice in accordance with Section 6.12 of the Association's Bylaws.

4. The Board may, but shall not be required to, provide notice of a scheduled study session
to the Association membership via the Association's website or other means.

5. The Association membership may attend Board study sessions, but the Board will not
permit non-Board members to speak or participate in the study session discussions unless the
Board takes action at the study session by voting on an issue under discussion.

6. The Board will make agendas for the study sessions generally available to the
membership, which may include posting agendas to the website or distributing them to owners
upon request.

7. Minutes of study sessions will reflect the following information:

a. Location, date, and time of the study session
b. Names of Board members in attendance
