4.   New Traffic Lights @  Foothills Can-
yon Blvd and Town Center Drive1  
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After considerable thought and discussion, the Board of Directors recently voted to cre-
ate a Color Palette Book (CPB) composed of existing residences that represent the ñbest 
of breedò colors within our community.  A high definition 8 Mega-pixel digital picture of an 
existing residence will accompany each color scheme shown.  The concept is that, once 
completed, residents can use the book to view and select a specific color scheme that 
carries assured approval.  Residents will then fill out a standard submittal form, wherein 
a particular color scheme is indicated, and submit it.  This will help speed up the review/
approval process although submittal through HRCAôs Architectural Committee is still 
required.  The CPB will be posted to the HRGCA website for download and use by Resi-
dents.  Otherwise, a paper copy will be available for checkout by Diane Ball, our property 
manager.  
 
The Board intends to hold an open house in November, date and place to follow, where 
it will demonstrate a draft of the Color Palette Book and solicit community feedback.  We 
hope to have between 100 to 200 residences ready for viewing. This is an exciting con-
cept that we believe represents the best interests of our Residents and will help us main-
tain our property values while speeding up the review process. Below is an example.  
 
Itôs important to also add that Residents may still elect to create their own custom color 
scheme.  In doing so, they will be required to employ and pay directly for the services of 
the HRGCAôs new color expert, Vicki Peterson with Color Therapy, 720-260-2628 
(cell).  No other color consultants will be allowed to perform this service regarding exte-

rior paint colors.  Many existing Residents have employed her talents successfully in the past for both exterior and interior paint col-
ors.  Currently her consulting services are employed to review and approve all paint submittals beginning August of this year.  Vicki 
has been tasked to maintain the overall color palette as defined by those residences existing inside our community and as transferred 
to the Color Palette Book.  The ARC and Board of Directors will rely heavily on her talents to identify ñbest of breedò colors.     
 
Finally, a reminder that irrigation systems should be turned off after the 3rd week in October in order to avoid water penalties as-
sessed by the Highlands Ranch Metro District. 
 
Architectural Review Committee 
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
